Applicants are allowed to apply for more than one call. However, it is strictly obliged to inform with an e-mail to erasmus@kent.edu.tr that which mobility application of yours is more preferential for you (In order to ensure a fair distribution during the evaluation process, second and third applications will be balanced with negative points. Further details are provided in evaluation section of this text).
   WHO CAN PARTICIPATE IN STUDENT MOBILITY FOR STUDIES? 
The students can apply to spend a semester at contracted institutions ;
1- All full-time students, who are registered in a bachelor’s degree program, with a GPA of at least 2.20/4 can participate. 
2- All full-time students, who are registered in a graduate degree program, with a GPA of at least 2.50/4 can participate. 
3- English language level should be minimum B1. Depending on the host institutions, you should be expected to have further skills at the time of your activity.
Vocational School, Vocational School of Health Services students are not eligible for application for this activity.
The contracted institutions list will be updated until February 24th , 2026.
   WHO CAN PARTICIPATE IN STUDENT MOBILITY FOR TRAINEESHIP? 
1- Students usually find their own internship places. There are several quotas only for At the end of this call, there are directions to find an internship place. All full-time students, who are registered in a bachelor’s or associate degree program, with a GPA of at least 2.20/4 can apply. 
2- All full-time students, who are registered in an associate, bachelor or graduate degree program, with a GPA of at least 2.50/4 can apply.
3- English language level should be minimum B1. Depending on the host institutions, you should be expected to have further skills at the time of your activity.
   WHO CAN PARTICIPATE IN STUDENT MOBILITY FOR PHD? 
1- All full-time students, who are registered in a doctoral degree program, with a GPA of at least 2.50/4 can apply.
2- English language level should be minimum B2.
   WHO CAN PARTICIPATE IN SHORT TERM STUDENT MOBILITY PROGRAMS
1- All full-time students, who are registered to the defined departments/programs with a GPA of at least 2.20/4 and 2.50/4 according to degree.
2- All full-time students who could provide the minimum language requirement of the host institutions.

2- By logging in with your e-government account information, you can see our active calls separately for study, traineeship and PhD and short terms on "My Applications" page. If you plan to apply to two different call, please prioritize one of them by mailing to erasmus@kent.edu.tr. We will apply -10 points to the activity which is not been defined as prioritized.
3- Please do not forget to upload the documents required during the evaluation of your application; otherwise it will not be considered. All students are expected to upload transcripts. In addition, if you have additional score-earning documents from the table below, please upload them.
EVALUATION PROCESS AND THE ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE GRANTED STUDENTS
Erasmus student selection and granting is carried out by ranking the scores from the highest to the lowest, taking into account the evaluation criteria and weighted scores announced by the National Agency, among the students who meet the minimum requirements. In this election, it is planned to support 
· 15 students for study,
· 15 students for internship,
· 5 students for PhD mobility,
· 15 students for listed short term programs.
During grant allocation, the principles down below will be definitive:
· The grant should be allocated ensuring department diversity.
· Only for traineeship and PhD students; United Kingdom, Fareo Islands and Switzerland can be considered however maximum %15 of grant can be allocated to those regions.
· The quotas can be moved between activities if there won’t be enough applications in one of the mobility types: study, traineeship, PhD and short term.

3. For the children of martyrs and veterans 
Please upload your scanned card to the application system that +15 score will be applied when calculating your final score
4. For disabled students
Please upload your report about your disability that +10 score will be applied when calculating your final score
5. Please upload your document that +10 score will be applied when calculating your final score




6. If you upload your acceptance letter from the firm that you plan to be a trainee, you would get +10 points.
Students are supposed to find the traineeship position and get an acceptance letter. This document should be uploaded to the application system.

Please be sure that the listed information is indicated in the acceptance letter:
· This activity is in the framework of Erasmus+ traineeship mobility
· The period of mobility (This period should be minimum 60 days and max. 90 days of the mobility could be funded)
· Subject of the traineeship or the traineeship position
· If it helps developing digital skills, please indicate in the letter.
· The place and name of the firm
· Name, position and contact details of the supervisor.

7) Students who have one of their parents or their guardians, who are over 65, and who receive disability or needy pension within the scope of the Law No. 2022, dated 01.07.1976, on Pensions for Needy, Powerless and Orphaned Turkish Citizens and Disabled and Needy Turkish Citizens

These databases/sites allow you to search easily and quickly between a high number of positions. The best strategy is to choose the most sympathetic positions and get in touch with the employer/organization directly. 
· Many transnational companies and international institutions have internship programs, which are constantly advertised on their websites.
· Spontaneous application. You may find the place where you would most like to do your internship, not by looking at specific positions. In this case, write to the selected company/organization/institution and inquire about the internship opportunities. When contacting them, you can highlight that you will apply for the Erasmus + traineeship scholarship/ have already won the scholarship. Point out that the framework of your internship will be governed by a trilateral agreement (you, Istanbul Kent University, and the host institution: selected company or organization).
